Participating Shows 
This program is open to non-USEF rated shows 

endorsed by BHC Management LLC.   
 

Show Year 
The 2010 show year will run from April 1, 2010 
to November 30, 2010. For continuing years, 

the season shall be December 1 - November 30. 
 

Points 
Points in all classes with 1-15 participants com-
pleting the class,  shall be  10, 6, 4, 2, 1, 1/2.  

In classes with 16 or more participants  
completing the class, points will be doubled. 

No additional points for Champion or Reserve. 
 

Specifications 
No cross entry restrictions between divisions 

unless specified at the participating horse show. 
Riders must have shown at least 3 times in a 
division to be eligible for year end awards. 

 
Riders will accrue points based on the class  

conduct/height at a participating show,  
regardless of the class name.

Same will 
be referred to the high score committee, whose
